Summary Duties

In connection with miscellaneous construction, alteration,
and repair activities at various locations in the Power.
System, lays non-metallic pipe including concrete, sewer,
drainage, transite, and underground tile pipe in ditches and
trenches; makes up joints; grades pipe to insure proper
drainage; makes hydrostatic tests of non-metallic pipe;
loads and unloads materials and equipment; and performs
related duties.

1. Overtime:

Employees shall be compensated for each hour of overtime
worked on Sundays and holidays (or holiday equivalents), at
a rate computed by multiplying the appropriate hourly rate
by two (2); for each hour of all other such overtime at a
rate computed by multiplying the appropriate hourly rate by
one and one-half (1¥%).
