Summary Duties 

In connection with miscellaneous construction, alteration, and 
repair activities at various locations in the Power System, 
operates gasoline and diesel motor trucks, semitrailers and 
trailer-equipped trucks with rated capacities of over 20 tons 
on highways and construction roads to move construction 
materials and equipment to and from rail terminals, warehouses 
and work locations; operates specialized equipment such as 
transit mix trucks of 3 yards and over capacity, dump trucks of 
16 yards or more water level, and A-frame-boom trucks for 
loading, unloading and placing heavy pieces of equipment and 
material; operates winches, hoists, and other accessories 
mounted on trucks; directs the placing of loads on the truck in 
accordance with safe loading practices and State laws; ties 
down load with rope, chain, and load binders and protects load 
from weather with tarpaulin or other covering when necessary; 
makes minor repairs as necessary; directs the work of swamper 
as necessary; makes oral and written reports of trip time, 
materials hauled and accidents; assists with shop, warehouse, 
yard and general construction work while assigned truck is 
idle, and performs related duties. 

1. Overtime 

An employee shall be compensated for each hour of overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays (or holiday equivalents), at a 
rate computed by multiplying the appropriate hourly rate by 
two (2); for each hour of all other such overtime, at a rate 
computed by multiplying the appropriate hourly rate by one and 
one-half (1~) . 
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
